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The Saporta Cup (honoring the Spain basketball administrator Raimundo Saporta) was created as European Cup Winner’s Cup. During the reformation of the FIBA European
club cups in 1991/92 opened to more than the cup winners. The cup runs as the second-tier level club competition until 2001/02. The name changed several times: 1991/92 -

1995/96 European Cup, 1996/97 - 1997/98 EuroCup and 1998/99 - 2001/02 as Saporta Cup.
